However, io ordec for the bed to be
stable, you M UST tighteno all bolts before usage,

@ SHORT GUARDRAIL ASSEMBLY
(See Figure 5 & Fizure 1)

I . Attach Short Guardrails (H) to Short
CGuardrail Posts (1) using the 3 34" Barel
Bolts (A1) and Barrel MNuts (B 1) a3 per
Step 3 in the Frame Assembly.

2. Attach Short Guardrail Posts to Front
Side Rail (Dyuging | 152" Short Bolts (E1)
and Muts (F1).

LADDER ASSEMBLY
[See Figume 5 & Figure 8,9,10,1 1)

I Align the 3 Ladder Steps (K) to the Ladder Side Rails (J) as pet
Figure 5. Each Ladder Step has 3 holes on either side. Insert Wood
Dowels (D) into the two outer holes. These Dowels will also be
inzerted into their respective holes in the Ladder Side Rails. Ingert 2
172" Barrel Bokts (CI) into the Ladder Side Rail as per Figure 9. Insert
Bartel Muts (Bl ) into the central hole in the Ladder Steps. Conmect the
Ladder Steps (K) to the Ladder Side Rails (1) by screwing in the Barrel
Bolts into the Batrel Muts and making sure the Dowels imsert flush into
the Ladder Side Rails.

2. Attach the Hooks (G1} using the Hook Screws (H [} as per Figure 10,
3. Select pn which side of the bed you want the Ladder to go. Attach
the Ladder to the bed using Hook Screws (H1 ) as per Figure |1

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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Follow the infortmation on the warnings appearing on the
upper bunk end structare and on the carton. Do not retmove
warning labels from bed.

2. Always use the recommended size maress or Mmaltress sUppoL,
or beth, 1o help prevemn the likelihood of emtrapment or falls.

3. The surface of the mattress must be at least 5 inches below the
upper edge of the guardrails.

4. Do net allow children under 6 vears of age to use the upper burtk.
5. Pericdically check and ensure that the guardmail, ladder and
cther components ave in their proper position, free from damage,
and that all of the connections are righr.

6. Do not allow horseplay on orunder the bed, and prohibit
jumping onthe bed.

7. Always use ladder for entering and leaving the upper bunk.

8. Do not use substitute parts. Contact the manufactuer or deal-
er for eplacement parts.

9. Use of a night light may provide added safery precaution for a
child using the upper bunk.

10. Always use guardiails on beth sides of upper bunk. If the
bunk bed will be placed next 1o a wall, the guardiail that runs the
full length of the bed should be placed against the wall to prevent
entrapment between the bed and the wall.

11. The use of water or sleep floation marttresses is prohibited.
12. Keep these instructions for future eference.
